Rescarchers recently save 1,000 people a questionnaire abont “Cities of The Foture”. To
answer the questions, the people had to imagine and describe what they thought our cities
might look like in the year 2050. Interestingly, a large number of people were anxious that
they would becoine ‘dark, dangcrous places’, which had cndless traffic jams and very few
green spaces, This group also predicted an inercase in the level of pollution and thought
people would always need to wear facemasks in order to breathe. They also believed that it
would bc 1css safe to walk on the street as there would be ‘inore stealing’ and other
eriminal behavior. A smaller number thought citics might become a 1ol eleancr, and might
be built from more interesting materials. They were also looking forward to new
technology such as flying cars and moving pavements. In general, they believed that the
citics of the future wonld offer a much more convenicnt way of living, A few people were
uncertain; for example, they thought the size of apartments might reduce as the population
of the city grew, It they also thought that pnblic transport would become hetter.

What do the results from this questionnaire tel us? Tn 4 way, we shouldn’t be amazed
by the descriptions of the largest group. So many films show cities of the future as
frightening places. Unline newspapers are also responsible for spreading this same belicf.
Headlines such as “Global populalion rises — eities hecome erowded” are becoming more
frequent. Journalists rarely discuss how future cities might be a good place to live.

The Iacts are these: 50% of people now live in cities, even though cities only occupy 2%
of the world’s land. By 2050, it is predicted that the nnmber of people living there will risc
to 70%. Some people are worried that villages in the countryside will become empty as
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everyome leaves for the city, and so traditional ways of life will be lost, This may be true, but
we have to accept changes like this as part of human development. Rather than being
negative, we should be hopeful that we can improve people’s lives as they move to citics.

Passage 2:

Tn the last decade a revolution has occurred in the way that scientists think about the brain.
We now know that the decisions humans make c¢an be traced to the firing patterns of
neurons in specific paris ol the brain. These discoveries have led to the fleld known as
neurocconomics, which studies the brain’s scerets to success in an ceconomic environment
that demands innovation and being able to do things differently from competitors. A brain
that can do this is an iconoclastic one. Briefly, an iconoclast is a person who does something
that others say ean’t be done.

This definition implies that iconoelasts are different from other people, but more
precisely, it is their brains that are diflerent in three distinct ways: perception, lear
response, and social iniclligence. Each of these three functions niilizes a different circuit in
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the braim. Naysayers might suggest that the hrain is irrclevant, that thinking in an original,
even revolutionary, way is more a matter of personality than brain function. But the field
of neuroeconoinics was horn out of the realization that the physical workings of the brain
place limitations on the way we make decisions. By nnderstanding these constraints, we
begin to understand why some people march to a different drumbeat,

The first thing to realize is that the brain suffers Irom limited resources. It has a
fixed cnergy bndget, abont the same as a 40-watt light bulb, so it has cvolved to work as
efficiently as possible. This is where inost people are impeded from being an iconoclast. For
example, when confronted with inlformation streaming from the eyes, the brain will
interpret this information in the qnickest way possible. Thus it will draw on both past
experience and any other source of information, such as what other people say, to make
sense of what it is seeing, This happens ali the time. The brain takes shorteuts that work so
well we are hardly cver aware of them. We think our pereeptions of the world arc real, but
they are only biological and clectrical rumblings, Pereeption is not simply a product of
what your eyes or ears transmit to your brain. More than the physical reality of photons or
sound waves, perception is a product of the brain.
